2.1.2 i any of the Works is not done according to this Contract or if there is any other breach of this Contract
by the Contractor, the Contract Administrator must inform the Contractor of the shortfall(s). The
Contractor must rectify the shortfall(s).

2.1.3 If the Contractor does not rectify the shortfall(s), The Contract Administrator may arange others to
rectify the shortfall(s). The Contract Administrator can also certify either:

(a) The cost of rectifying such shortfall(s): or
(b) The reduced value of the completed Works due to such shortfall(s)
as provided in the payment certification clause.

2.1.4 The Contract Administrator can continue to do this throughout the project and during the Defects
Liability Period (as stated in the Appendix) after the Contract Administrator confirms the Works is
complete as provided in the completion clause.

2.2 Variations To Work

2.2.1 The Contract Adminisirator can issue instructions to vary the Works to be done.

2.2.2 If the Contract Administrator instructs the Contractor fo vary any of the Works and there is a financial
impact, the Contract Administrator must certify the vdlue of the variation work as provided in the
payment certificate clause.

2.2.3 The Coniract Administrator must value the variation work using the Summary of Works rates. If there are
no Summary of Works rates then using schedule of rates or if neither are available using fair market rates.

2.2.4 This shall be done in a written cerificate clearly identified as Variation Order Certificate.

2.3 Health and Safety
2.3.1 The Contractor must keep the site clean and safe at all fimes.
2.3.2 The Contractor must comply with all laws and regulations relating to Health and Safety Act, if any.

Starting, Progress and Finishing

3.1.1  If not stated in this Contract, the Contract Administrator will inform the Contractor when to start work in
writing.

Adjusting Time for Completion

3.2.1 |If the Government or Confract Administrator or anyone within either of their responsibility or control
(which includes other contractors on site), or anything beyond the Contractor's control, disrupts the
Contractor from finishing within the completion period, the Contract Administrator must assess the
impact of this disruption on the Coniractor's work to be done,

3.2.2 Ifany Completion Date is affected the Contract Administrator must adjust the Completion Date.

3.2.3 This must be done in a written certificate clearly identified as Extension of Time Certificate.

Completion

3.3.1 When the Contractor practically completes all the Works, he may inform the Contract Administrator
stating he has completed.

3.3.2 The Confract Administrator must decide when the Works was actually practically completed by the
Contractor.

3.3.3 This decision must be in a written certificate clearly identifled as Certificate of Practical Completion.

3.3.4 The Contract Administrator must decide when all obligations of the Contractor are fully discharged.

3.3.5 This decision must be in a written certificate clearly identified as a final completion certificate.

3.3.6 This must be done after the end of Defects Liability Pefiod (as stated in the Appendix) or when the
Contractor has rectified all the shortfall(s) including Works that is not according to this Contract and any
other breach of Contract by the Contractor identified by the Contract Administrator, whichever is later.

Delayed Completion

3.4.1 If the Contractor does not finish within any deadline he shall pay Liquidated and Ascertained Damages
due to the delay to the Government as provided in the payment certification clause.

3.4.2 Lliquidated and Ascerfained Damages is calculated for delay between when the Contractor should
have completed the Works and when he actually completes the Works.

Claims and Payment Certificate
4.1.1 The Contractor must submit a claim for the Works done before payment certificate can be issued.
Contents of Payment Cerlificate:

4.2.1 The payment certificate must include the following:

Liquidated and Asceriained
Damages is calculated for delay between when the Contractor should have completed the Works
and when he actually practically completes the Works.

(b) The value of any shorifall(s)] due to work done according to this Contract or due to any other
breach of this Contract by the Contractor which the Contract Administrator has informed the
Contractor. If the Contractor does not rectify the shortfall(s) the Contract Administrator can certify
elther:

(I} The cost of rectifying such shortfall(s) by others; or
(i) The reduced value of the completed Warks due to such shortfall(s) as stated in the Appendix.

(c) A percentage of the sum of total additions above will be retained (as the Retention Sum) and
released after the end of Defects Liability Period or when the Coniractor rectified all the shortfall(s)
including work that is not done according to this confract and any other breach of contract by the
Contractor identified by the Contract Administrator.
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4.2.4 The Net Amount Payable is the amount the Governmeni must pay to the Contractor. This is calculated
by:
(I Adding the total under additions above;
() Deducting the total of all deductions above; and
(i) Deducting the cumulative amount certified previously.

4.2.5 The Contract Administrator may deduct any monies owed by the Confractor to the Government under
this or any contract from the Coniractor's payments.

5.0 TERMINATION OF CONTRACT
5.1 If the Contractor;
(a) Suspends the Works before completion without any reasonable cause;
(b) Fails to proceed with the Works within the time stated in the Contract Administrator's instructions;
(c) Falls to comply with the Contract Administrator's instructions;
for fourteen (14) days after a notice sent fo the Contractor, the Contract Administrator can determine this
confract by a written notice.
5.2 Ifthe Contractor:
(a) Becomes bankrupt; or
(b) Goes into liquidation; or
(c) Is guilty of any offence under the Prevention of Corruption Act (Chapter 131) or an offence under
sections 141 to 165 or 213 to 215 of the penal code (Chapter 22).
this Contract is terminated by a writien notice.
5.3 In either (5.1) or {5.2) above, the Contract Administrator may complete the Works by other ways and the
Contractor shall pay for all extra cosfs incurred.
