1.2.2 To cooperate with all other Contractors working on the project and not fo distupt them or cause
damage to them.

1.2.3 To provide a collateral warranty containing a similar obligation as under this Contract directly to a third
party if requested by the Contract Administrator.

1.2.4 To provide and maintain valid Contractor's all risks insurance policy at all times.

1.3 Instructions & Certifications

1.3.1 The Contract Administrator can issue instructions and certifications including job orders to the Contractor
on anything relating to the Works.

20 QUALITY, HEALTH AND SAFETY

instructions and information given to him by the Contract Administrator.

2.1.2  If any of the Works is not done according to this Contract or if there is any other breach of this Contract
by the Contractor, the Confract Administrator must inform the Conftractor of the shortfall(s). The
Contractor must rectify the shorttall(s).

2.1.3 I the Coniractor does not rectify the shortfall(s), The Contract Administrator may arange others to
rectify the shortfall(s). The Contract Administrator can also certify either:

(a) The cost of rectifying such shortfall(s); or
(b) The reduced value of the completed Works due to such shortfall(s)

2.1.4 The Confract Administrator can continue to do this throughout the project and during the Defects
Liability Period (as stated in the Appendix) after the Contract Administrator confirms the Works is
complete as provided In the completion clause.

2.2 Variations To Work

TERMINATION OF CONTRACT

5.1 If the Contractor:

(a) Suspends the Works before completion without any reasonable cause;
(b) Fails to proceed with the Works within the time stated in the Contract Administrator's instructions:
(c) Fails to comply with the Confract Administrator's instructions;

for fourteen (14) days after a nofice sent to the Contractor, the Confract Administrator can determine this
contract by a written notice.

5.2 If the Contractor:

(a) Becomes bankrupt; or

(b) Goes into liguidation; or

(¢) Is guilty of any offence under the Prevention of Corruption Act (Chapter 131) or an offence under
sections 141 to 165 or 213 to 215 of the penal code (Chapter 22).
